hesthetics  Taking into consideration your feedback and bearing in mind the school's purpose of
providing a more engaging school experience for our pupils, the School Executive
4 Committee discussed this matter at length and we have decided to make the following
changes for 2011 instead of having a 'long' day where the pupils would go home at 3.30pm.
SHe 1. School will begin at 7.30am with lessons starting at 7.50am instead of 7.55am; the
2008 school dismissal time will then be at 1.25pm on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and
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Thursday.

2. On Friday which is CCA Day, school will end at 1.50pm; pupils will begin their CCA at
2.30pm instead of 2.15pm and pupils taking the school bus will be ferried home at
4.45pm. The additional 2-period increase will go towards the following:

a. We will introduce the Form Teacher Guidance Period for all levels;
b. P1and P2 pupils will be engaged in the Programme for Active Learning; and
c. P3to P6 pupils will have their PE lessons increased by 1 period.

3. For your information in 2011, P1, P2 and P5 will have their recess from 9.20 to 9.50am
and P3, P4 and P6 will have theirs from 10.20 to 10.50am. This is to cater to the needs
of the Secondary School recesses.

The above arrangements have been made with the pupils' welfare at heart. We hope to be
able to increase a further 1-period in 2012. We will review this arrangement at the end of
2011.
